Parent Code of Conduct

Please bring your dancer to all classes and rehearsals on time and in dress code.

All students have strengths and weaknesses. Your dancer will progress in their own way
and time. Please be patient and enjoy your child’s journey. Your child’s teachers want to
see your dancer succeed! If you have any concerns, please schedule a time to confer with
the director and teacher. The end of class is not an appropriate time to speak at length,
and we would rather give full attention to the matter at hand.

Observe good manners and sportsmanship by teaching your dancer to approach dance
with a spirit of cooperation and support for their classmates. Parents, dancer or family
members who are rude, disrespectful or speak negatively will be dismissed from the
school.

Please accept casting and level placement graciously. Our team has decades of experience
and know your dancer well. If you have questions about placement or casting, please ask
only about your own dancer and what requirements there are for them specifically.
Refrain from comparing your dancer to another. It is unethical to discuss other dancers
with parents and our faculty and staff will not do so.
